
	Adults with impaired decision making abilities are considered a population vulnerable to coercion.  These participants have the same rights as other individuals to participate in research. Special care must be taken to avoid coercion and acquiescence. Each prospective participant’s abilities, needs and diminished decision-making capacity should be assessed to gauge how it affects his or her capability to provide informed consent.
