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NEW Radiation Machine Registration Form
The State of Michigan requires machines that produce x-rays to be registered prior to use.  

The Radiation Safety Committee will approve the use of the equipment as described in your Application for Use of Ionizing Radiation at Wayne State University. That is a different form.  
Complete this form to provide the necessary information for OEHS to register it with the State of Michigan.  There is a yearly registration fee.  The cost varies from year to year but the amount is approximately $125.00 for each tube in the machine.  Typically, if there is an x-Ray unit already registered in the same building your machine will be going into there may be no registration fee for the first year.  Some machines require lead shielding installation prior to machine use so please contact radiation safety if you are unsure of your equipment use requirements.  If a shield plan is required, the Radiation Safety Staff will work with you and submit the proper documents to the State of Michigan on your behalf.
