Expertise and Research Interests

My lab studies two areas: (1) Using CD40L, GITRL, and other TNFSF ligands s vaccine and anti-tumor immunostimulants: and (2) HIV integration

1. Soluble, multimeric TNF superfamily (TNFSF) molecules have been produced by fusing the extracellular domains of CD40L and other TNFSF ligands with the body of collectin molecules such as surfactant
protein D (e.g., SP-D-CD40L). SP-D-CD40L activates human dendritic cells. macrophages, and B cells in culture. As plasmid DNA, pSP-D-CDA0L dramatically augments the actiities of DNA vaccines against
HIV and malaria. A soluble, multimeric form of GITRL (which tums off regulatory CD4+CD25+ T cells or Tregs) is also immunostimulatory as part of a DNA vaccine. Plasmids for either soluble, multimeric CDAOL,
or GITRL have antitumor activity when injected directly into established tumors in mice. These studies indicate that fusion with the body of collectin molecules is a general way produce bioactive, soluble.
multimeric forms of TNFSF ligands for vaccines and tumor immunotherapy.

2.To study HIV integration, we have developed the first highly sensitive and quantitative assay for HIV integration based on PCR detection of integration junctions. This permits the detection of preintegration
complexes (PICs) in very small samples. Studies are undeway using this assay to measure and identify the host cell factors which affect integration in primary cells. With suitable modifications, the assay is
ideal for the discovery of new inhibitors of HIV integration

The multimerization step is key. as most TNFSF ligands work
as membrane proteins that cluster their receptors on responding cells in order to induce a signaling event. Given the potential of TNFSFs such as CD40L and GITRL for stimulating immunity, this platform should
